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Statement of Purpose: 

The purpose of this document is to provide an overview of the submission process for the AMDCC 

Funding Programs. 

What is the AMDCC Pilot and Feasibility Program?

approach to develop new animal models that closely mimic the human complications of diabetes for 

the purpose of studying disease pathogenesis, prevention and treatment. The consortium consists of

The AMDCC P&F Program solicits proposals that advance the mission of the AMDCC and welcomes 
applications that are either general in nature or that target specific areas of interest. Current areas of 
interest include, but are not limited to:  

 Animal models and clinically relevant phenotyping approaches to support preclinical study of 
diabetic Peripheral Artery Disease (PAD)  

 Animal models and clinically relevant phenotyping approaches to support preclinical study of 
diabetic wound healing  

 Production of novel ES cell lines from inbred mouse strains to facilitate genetic studies of 
diabetic complications (e.g. NOD, etc.).  

 Models and phenotyping to support preclinical study of autonomic neuropathy, particularly 
cardiac autonomic neuropathy  

 Development or study of clinically relevant animal models of diabetic peripheral neuropathy  
 Animal models and clinically relevant phenotyping approaches to support preclinical study of 

diabetic retinopathy  
 Models and studies to assess role of inflammation, particularly inflammatory lipid signaling in 

complications development  
 Development of clinically relevant endpoints in animal models of retinopathy and neuropathy  
 Projects designed to test the role of diet, aging or environmental/enteric bacteria in modulating 

complication phenotype  
 Studies of the microbiome and its ability to modulate the severity of diabetic complications in 

relevant animals models  

It is not the intention for these funds to augment ongoing funded research of an investigator and the 

funding will not be renewable. 

What web browsers are compatible with the AMDCC web portal? 

The AMDCC website can use any upper level browser (e.g. Java must be enabled).   We have tested the 

portal on FireFox, Internet Explorer 6/7 and Opera.  Occasionally we have had problems with the Safari 

browser on Macs.  If this happens please try Firefox or IE.  However, since we code in .NET 2.0, the best 

browser to use is Internet Explorer 7 (IE7) as Microsoft provides some added functionality with .NET 

sites.   
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What are the minimum technical requirements for submitting a Funding Program application to the 

AMDCC? 

In order to submit an AMDCC Pilot and Feasibility application, you must have: 

1) A compatible web browser (see above) 
2) An AMDCC user account (see below)  
3) The ability to create PDF documents.   

The application uses an abbreviated form of the NIH PHS398 format and is submitted as a single PDF 

document.  Please go to the AMDCC website for more detail on the specifics for each program 

application.

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How do I get an account on the AMDCC web portal? 

AMCCC member accounts are restricted based on their affiliation with the consortium.  Full access to 

the private portal is given only to AMDCC funded investigators, the AMDCC External Advisory 

Committee and the NIH Program Directors.   However, a special restricted account can be created that 

will allow non-AMDCC investigators access to the Pilot and Feasibility submission and review system. 

As stated above, in order to submit an application, applicants must have an account on the AMDCC 

web portal.  Existing AMDCC members can simple log into the website.   If you do not have an account, 

you will need to create one before you can proceed.  To create an account, go to the AMDCC Web 

Portal (http://www.amdcc.org) and cliŎƪ ǘƘŜ ΨwŜǉǳŜǎǘ !ŎŎƻǳƴǘΩ ƭƛƴƪ ǳƴŘŜǊ ǘƘŜ Members tab on the 

menu across the top of the website (see below).

with a red asterisk (* ) are required.  Investigators outside of the consortium wanting to submit a Pilot 

and Feasibility Grant MUST select the 'I am a Pilot & Feasibility Program Applicant' radio button in the 

'Laboratory' section of the form in order to get an account in the system.  All other applications will 

require a review.  For the institution, please begin to type the name of your institution and a drop

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down will fill with institutions matching the text you are typing.  Once you see the institution, select it

the AMDCC.  If the account was successfully created, the resulting page will confirm this and you will 

receive an email with a temporary password (see below). 
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× Go to your email software and open the email you received from the AMDCC web portal.  Highlight the 

password and copy it to your clipboard.  Open a browser and go to the AMDCC website, type your 

email address and paste the password you received into the password textbox.  The first time you log 

onto the AMDCC web portal, you will be asked to change your password to something you will be able 

to remember.  NOTE:  If you forget your password, you can always get it by entering your username

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How do I submit an application for one of the AMDCC Funding Programs? 

Once you have an account with the AMDCC, you can submit an application for the Pilot and Feasibility 

Funding Program, which only accepts applications once a year with the deadline being May 1st of each 

year.  Please visit the AMDCC web portal for more details regarding the details of the application and 

eligibility criteria for the funding programs (http://www.amdcc.org/shared/pilotFeasibility.aspx).   

The basic steps involved in submitting an AMDCC P&F application are: 

1) Log onto the AMDCC web portal 

2) Go to the AMDCC Pilot & Feasibility funding program page.

4) Fill out the requested information and submit the application PDF document. 

 

As an example, we will illustrate each of these 

steps by submitting an application for the new 

client created above, John Doe.   

 

Step 1)  As outlined above, the first step is to log 

onto the AMDCC Web Portal.  The figure to the 

right illustrates Dr. Doe logging onto the portal.  

Once Dr. Doe is authenticated, he/she will be 

taken to the Member home page.   

 

 

 

Step 2) The next step will be for Dr. Doe to go to 

the Pilot and Feasibility Program home page.  As 

illustrated, the member home page provides 

direct links to the AMDCC P&F Program page.  In 

addition, this page can be reached at any time 

by seƭŜŎǘƛƴƎ Ψ!ōƻǳǘ AMDCCΩ in the drop down 

menu in the page header and clicking Ψtƛƭƻǘ ϧ
